AJST is part of the 
Mission Command Center of Excellence (MCCoE) and provides education and  
training programs on the integration of joint air operations capabilities in joint land  
operations. They provide training support to commanders’ training objectives as a  
complement to unit training in specialized areas that may exceed organic expertise.

Relief 2024 Campaign Season is drawing to a close. We have until the 14th to ensure 
we are optimally supporting this critical program. Last year, AER provided over $60 
million in assistance while only receiving $12 million in donations. AER is funded 
solely by donations, so let’s all do our part to take care of Soldiers and their families.
